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Trauma Informed Approach Assessment 
 

This assessment is based on knowledge we believe educators should know when delivering sex 

education to youth. Participating in the assessment will help you identify what information you currently 

manage as well as current knowledge gaps to address.  This document consists of an assessment, an 

answer key for the assessment, a specific resource to address knowledge gaps for each question, and a 

list of general resources on the topic. 

 

1. Trauma can … (select the three best answers): 

a. Occur on different levels (individual, intergenerational, etc.)
